
IT PAYS TO RECYCLE

Help your organization.  Help the environment.  When you drop off your recyclable paper in a Paper Retriever bin, your organization gets 
paid.  These funds can then be used for many great things like new playground equipment, library books, field trips, teacher training 
programs and much more.  The Paper Retriever program is fun and easy.  Just look for the green and yellow bin and put your paper in! Printed on recycled content paper

RECYCLE THIS AGAIN!
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COMMUNITY The money that we pay 
the host organization for the paper they 
collect enables them to fund special 
projects throughout the year.

COLLECTION The bin is emptied and weighed 
by a specially designed truck and the paper is 
delivered to a nearby processing center.

CLEANERS AND SCREENS Paper is delivered to 
the mill and sent through a pulper. Warm water, 
soap and a series of screens help remove foreign 
materials. This creates a mixture called "slurry.”

WASHING After moving over fine screens, 
the “slurry” is sprayed with water removing 
the remaining ink and other contaminants.

FORMING Big rollers iron out the mixture 
and remove all of the excess moisture 
creating recycled paper.

MARKETPLACE The rolls of paper are then 
packed and ready for shipment to local printers, 
offices, packaging manufacturers and publishers 
such as newspapers and magazines.

PROCESSING CENTER We want all of 
your newspaper, magazines, office 
papers, school papers, shopping catalogs 
and mail. At the center the mixed paper 
is sorted through to remove any 
contaminants such as plastic 
and cardboard.
